During the last two years the Governing council has insisted on the need of the Pan-American Association to invest in Continued Education, both for Residents and for ENT professionals, specially in those countries where the education and the economic conditions are more precarious.

It was decided to do a course in the name and with the total collaboration of the Pan-American Association, with the following conditions:  

1. To initiate them in the odd years, the first one will be done in 2013.
2.  It will be held in the country that came in second place in the election for host country in the year 2008. This country was Peru.

3. The Pan-American Association will pay the air travel tickets for two professors and the host country will give them nourishment and accommodations.
4. The course will have one or two topics only, in agreement with the needs and conveniences of the host country.
5. The definitive regulations for the mentioned courses will be done later and in agreement with the results obtained with the first course.
An agreement was made to do a better regulation for the Scholarships. The requests for a scholarship must be directed, in the first instance, to the elected representatives of the Pan-American Association. They will approve it and send it to the General Secretary and to the Presidency to be awarded, formally.

To the Web page the recommendation was made to place links to all the national associations of the continent. All members are encouraged to send books, CD, conferences to be placed in the existing web page.
There appeared the need to invite one or two countries to every Pan-American Congress, the inscription would be reduced for the invited countries, in a percentage in agreement with the board of the event. No decision was made regarding the list and the order of the favored countries.

Doctor Carlos Boccio was commissioned to update the book on the history of the Pan-American Association, done by Doctor Romero Díaz (Mendoza, Argentina). The edition of the book will be financed entirely by the Pan-American Association. This book should be distributed in the next 2012 congress in the city of the Mar del Plata.

A brief presentation of the candidate countries to host the 2014 congress was done: Venezuela, Colombia, Costa Rica and Cuba

The international representatives to the Governing Council will be chosen, according to the regulations, by and during the General Assembly.

A recommendation was made to make major presence in the directive bodies of the National Associations and keep them informed of the courses and congresses supported by the Pan-American Association.
Finally, an endorsement was given to the II Iberolatinoamerican congress of cochlear implants that will take place in Cartagena de Indias (Colombia), during December of the present year.
