Minutes General Assembly Meeting
Panamerican Congress of Otolaryngology
Foz Iquazu, Brazil

March 31st,  2006

 

Dr Casiano and Dr Macias Presiding: 

 

Meeting Called to order at 1030 AM by Dr Macias

Treasure’s report was given by Dr Casiano (Dr Astor resigned from this position effective 12/1/05).  After recent expenses (website update, FedEx shipment of donated educational materials by the AAOHNS, certificate printing, server quarterly payment, 2005 AAOHNS booth, and 10k (refundable without interest) to the next Congress, the balance is approximately $107, 740.

Dr Casiano reviewed the minutes of the executive committee and governing council meetings

The following motions (at the recommendations of the executive committee an governing council) were all approved by the general assembly:

1.      Association will provide monetary prices starting at the next Congress, for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place in poster and oral presentations. The exact amount per price will be determined by the Association prior to the next meeting, in consultation with the scientific coordinators and president of the Congress. The price will bare the name of a notable person in the Association. The host Congress’ Scientific Coordinator and President will be responsible for selecting a committee that will determine the winners.

2.      Association will purchase from the academy the list of AAOHNS member addresses and send a personal letter signed by the President and Secretary General of the Congress, requesting participation form American faculty. A self-addressed card (to enclose name and email) will be supplied for response to the office of the secretary general if they are interested.  This package will be mailed at three dates: 12, 6 and 2 months prior to the planned Congress date.

3.      Association will be responsible for purchasing a booth during each AAOHNS meeting. However, it is the responsibility of the host Congress to manage the booth and bring appropriate brochures, posters, etc. The country representatives should also help in managing this booth and advertising the next Congress to American Otolaryngologists

4.      Dr Ruiz has volunteered to write a periodic newsletter updating the membership and IFOS. He and Dr Casiano will sit down to work out the mechanism of distribution.

5.      10% discount will be given to active members in the Panamerican Congress defined as having participated in the previous years’ meeting. The president of the preceeding meeting will forward a list of participants to the next meeting’s president to verify participation.  

6.      Bylaw and regulations changes to update current changes to the Congress including updating terms of office to reflect changing dates of the Congress, distribution and collection of educational materials and list of registrants, secretarial support during the Congress, and all other pertinent changes discussed above. Drs DelaCruz, Macias, and Casiano will be collating suggested wording changes for presentation and vote by the General Assembly.

7.      All abstract for future meetings have to be submitted exclusively in electronic form by email.  

2008 Meeting in Quito, Ecuador update by Dr Ramiro Yepes

1.      Tours are being coordinated (Galapagos, etc.) to attract N. Americans.

2.      Scientific committee has been formed 

3.      Initial English/ Spanish Brochure with other tourism materials has been designed and printed (available for review)

4.      Meeting hotel will be Suisse Hotel, although other hotels will be designated within 2-3 blocks. Prices from $100-$120 per night.

5.      Meeting registration at $250
